Campolo to Baptists: “Carry Out the Great Commandme nt”

Popular author and preacher
Tony Campolo urged Baptists
to help care for the needs of
others by making systemic
changes to American society
and churches. Campolo
spoke April 4 during the final
plenary session of the Baptist
Border Crossing at Pleasant
Valley Baptist Church in the
Kansas City area.

The Baptist Border Crossing
is the second regional
meeting modeled after last
year's Celebration of a New
Baptist Covenant in Atlanta.
The first regional gathering was in Birmingham, Ala.

Campolo also urged Baptists to push for fair trade instead of free trade. He explained that American
subsidized products were hurting the farmers in Africa, which results in unsold food in the markets that is
wasted and thrown out. He added that such an economic system also undermines the efforts of
agricultural missionaries who try to help local people improve their economy.



"l don't know how blind we can be!" Campolo declared. "You see what the problem is, don't you? That we
produce food but people don't have the money to buy the food. And the answer is not increasing
production but helping the poor and the oppressed to have the means of buying those things."”

Campolo talked about the efforts of students from Eastern University in St. Davids, Penn., the Baptist
college where he has taught for decades, to help reduce poverty in other nations. He told stories of some
of the successful efforts in countries like the Dominican Republic.

"You can't get rid of poverty unless you create jobs," Campolo explained. "So we have young men and
young women going to Third World countries starting small businesses and cottage industries—
entrepreneurial ventures that these people can own and run themselves."

"We've got to enable people to get jobs," Campolo added.

Campolo also urged those present to get out of the church and reach the needs of those in the
community. He said to focus first on praying for people's needs and helping connect them with others who
can help.

"You can't carry out the Great Commission until you first carry out the Great Commandment,” Campolo
explained.

Wallace S. Hartsfield Il, pastor of Metropolitan Missionary Baptist Church in Kansas City, spoke during
the session to address the question "Where do we go from here?" Hartsfield, who served as one of the
two co-chairs of the Baptist Border Crossing Network that planned the gathering, noted that the session
was being held on the 41st anniversary of the assassination of Martin Luther King Jr. Hartsfield then read
without commentary King's address titled "Where Do We Go From Here?"

In the speech, King calls for greater systemic changes in American society in order to respond to
problems of racism, poverty and war. King uses the story of Jesus telling Nicodemus to be "born again”
as an example of what is needed in American society.

"He said, in other words, "Your whole structure must be changed,™ King said of Jesus. "A nation that will
keep people in slavery for 244 years will 'thingify' them—make them things. Therefore they will exploit
them, and poor people generally, economically. And a nation that will exploit economically will have to
have foreign investments and everything else, and will have to use its military might to protect them. All of
these problems are tied together. What | am saying today is that we must go from this convention and
say, 'America, you must be born again!™

Campolo began his remarks by thanking Hartsfield for the "powerful reading" that is still relevant "to our
contemporary situation.” He also noted that "following the words of Martin Luther King" made him feel that
he would be "totally superficial* by comparison.

"Martin Luther King was absolutely brilliant," Campolo added later in his sermon. "He understood that you
couldn't solve the problem of racism and sexism and militarism unless you began to restructure the
economy."

Health, Human Rights and the War on Gaza: Evidence  from the
Frontlines

A professor and physician based in Tromsoe, Norway, Dr. Gilbert has participated in numerous
international emergency medical missions and training projects in war and post-conflict zones in
Lebanon, West Bank, Gaza, Iran, Burma, Cambodia, Afghanistan, and Angola. During the most recent
conflict in Gaza, Dr. Gilbert was one of a few foreign physicians on the ground, in a period when foreign
journalists were barred from entry. Dr. Gilbert has published several articles in The Lancet about his
experience and has been interviewed extensively by the international media, including CNN, BBC and Al-
Jazeera.

Dr. Young has been a continued leader in public health policy and medical and social justice issues. In
1998, he had the special distinction of serving as President of the American Public Health Association
and in 1997 was inducted as a Master of the American College of Physicians. In 1980, Dr. Young
founded the Chicago based Health & Medicine Policy Research Group, of which he is currently
Chairman. Health & Medicine is a non-profit organization created to be an advocate for the health care
needs of the poor and underserved in Chicago. He has served as Chairman of the American College of
Physicians' Subcommittee on Human Rights and Medical Practice and has been a member of both the
Humana-Michael Reese Medical Board and the American College of Physicians Health and Public Policy
Committee.

VALLEY FORGE, PA (ABNS 4/8/09)— Through its Children in Poverty initiative, National Ministries,
American Baptist Churches USA, invites American Baptist-related congregations, Christian centers, and
other mission organizations to apply for 2009 Children in Poverty grants.

At least 10 grants ranging from $1,000 to $5,000 will be awarded to qualified recipients. The application
deadline is April 30, 2009. Recipients will be notified by June 15, 2009.

Through the initiative, National Ministries seeks to encourage and equip American Baptists to respond to
the needs of children in poverty through ministries of caring, to recognize and reward existing ministry
projects that address children in poverty issues, and to motivate others to consider beginning projects that
address children in poverty in and near their communities.

20 to 25 percent of U.S. children suffer with inadequate nutrition, mediocre education, deficient health
care and many other stumbling blocks to living abundant lives. More than 14 million children, from
newborn to age 18, live in impoverished communities in the United States and Puerto Rico. To raise
awareness, reach out, pray, and take action for these children, the Board of National Ministries
unanimously approved a Children in Poverty Resolution in 2006.

Successful grant applicants must address the needs of children in poverty within a local community.
Greater weight will be given to projects that address quality public school education, access to quality
health care or livable wages.

American Baptist-related congregations and organizations are eligible and encouraged to apply for these
grants. The application process is annual: recipients in 2009 will not be guaranteed grant awards in 2010.

Supporting Missionaries Around the World

American Baptist International Ministries has launched a program to encourage new individuals to
support missionaries around the world.

The Luther Rice Society -- a group of nearly 1,000 individual donors -- has raised nearly $500,000 to be
used solely to provide matching grants when new individual donors give directly to missionary support.
The program will run through June 30, 2009.

"There has been remarkable generosity on the part of individual donors who say we care about our
missionaries and want to help inspire others to share in their support the way we do," said International
Ministries executive director Reid Truslon.

One of the initial donors -- Lonny Bruce, said he hoped the matching gifts fund would encourage others to
give more generously. "We hope that our gift will allow more missionaries to stay on the field and that
others may be added," said Bruce, a Kansas businessman and former International Ministries board
member. Bruce, along with his wife Laura, gave $40,000 to help start the fund.

The fund will match donations from new individuals who give at least $200 up to $2,000 to a missionary
unit between now and June 30. New donors include first-time givers and those who give to a missionary
they have not supported in the past three years. Donors may also make gifts directly to the matching gift
fund.

The matching gift fund has the potential to generate $1 million in new individual supporters for

International Ministries missionaries. In 2008, $6.2 million of resources was used to support over 110
long-term missionaries, serving in 30 countries around the world.

The Luther Rice Society is named after Luther Rice, (1783-1836) who dedicated his life to raise support
for the first wave of Baptist missionaries sent from North America in the early 1800s, beginning with
Adoniram and Ann Judson, who went to Burma. International Ministries created the Society in 2001 to
recognize donors who have made leadership gifts of $1,000 to more than $100,000 annually to help
people come to Christ, grow in Christ and change their world with Christ.

THINKING THEOLOGICALLY ABOUT THE COMMON GOQOD
April 3, 2009

“Knee-Bending”

The Apostle Paul tells the Christians in Philigmatteveryknee ought to bend at the name of the
God-exalted Jesus and tlaterytongue ought to confess that the God-chosen Jeghs guide
and governor oéll of life.

Paul isn’t making a claim about what is currentlg tase — clearly not all knees are bending. It

is pretty evident, then and even now, that relativew of all the knees are making that move.
The same goes for all the tongues confessing.
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Neither is Paul making a prediction about bendingds and confessing tongues in some future
time. The verb he uses is not “shall” as it appieeknees and tongues.

Paul, rather, is staking out an ethical claim.

And it isn’'t a restricted ethical claim. It isn'tne that applies only within, say, the Christian
community or church.

Knee-bending and tongue-confessing is a univetbaa claim, according to Paul. It applies to

everybody — to every being that has moral ageroy ¢apacity to make and act on an ethical
choice). This “ought” applies across the board -Pasl writes: “in heaven and on earth and
under the earth.”

If this is the nature of Paul's claim — that knesling and tongue-confessing about Jesus is
ethicalin nature — then we have every right to ask wiay ihthe case.

But we don’t have to speculate on that “why” quastibecause Paul has already provided an
answer: all knees ought to bend and all tongue$itaiagconfess because, in human (not divine
or supernatural) expression or form, Jesus revealdcenacted what is the essential character of
all reality, even at its lowest and most subsemievel.

That is to say, Paul here is grounding his univesac in his metaphysics: that the truth about
reality, at its most fundamental level, is the giiup or emptying of the “self “(to use a term
particularly applicable to the human dimensionedlity) in service to another or to others, even
to the point of the death of the self.

A shorthand way of stating that metaphysical tisthsacrificial love is the ultimate dimension
of reality — not just human reality, not just nalureality, but even the divine reality. It is that
fundamental dimension @il reality that Jesus teaches and, even more imglystenacts in his
self-giving life and death.

That's why, ethicallyevery kneeought tobend andeverytongueought toconfess that God-
chosen Jesus is the guide and governailadf life.

But let's be clear: this isn't just a theoretic#hie based on a metaphysical claim and argument;
it is also a practical ethic.
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In fact, in his letter to the Philippians that'sshinain concern. Paul only gets theoretical and
philosophical as a means to back up his everydaytipal point:

Do nothing from selfish ambition or conceit, buhumility regard others
better than yourselves. Let each of you look mgbur own interests, but
to the interests of other&hil 2: 3-4)

When that practical ethic is followed, Paul writgsy will have the “same mind” as God-chosen
Jesus. (2:5)

If | am reading Paul accurately here it would mézat knee-bending is not so much a ritual of
religious homage to the Chosen One of God who blifallowed the divine will but more a
physical sign of freely chosen discipleship to thee who, by his own freely chosen acts,
decisively discloses the ultimate character ofradlity. Knee-bending is a physical act that
serves as an ethical symbol of the way one is ¢hgds live one’s own life according to that
revelatory life.

Knee-bending represents and re-presents symbglicaiat one, as a moral agent, does
practically in everyday life to be a disciple osds — humbly contributing to the well-being of

others — who are regarded as better or of moreritaupce than one’s self — in acts of mercy and
compassion, in acts of justice, reconciliation, ppdcemaking.

Tongue-confessing, it then follows, is the word-attthat same commitment, explaining the
commitment to others and inviting others to sharéhat understanding, that commitment, that
way of life.

The challenge of a knee-bending and tongue-comigdige is how to make it pervasive over of

all dimensions of one’s everyday existence, nobaoconfined only to one’s religious life but

infused deep into our personal and professionalpahlic and political lives.
