International Ministries Haiti Earthquake Response i A Call to Action

American Baptist International Ministries (IM) missionaries, Christian partners and U.S. and Puerto Rico
congregations are continuing to mobilize and respond at historic levels to the 7.0 earthquake that struck
Haiti and devastated its capital Port-au-Prince and the surrounding area on January 12. To date IM has
provided a total of $65,000 One Great Hour of Sharing (OGHS) funds for Haiti.

IM missionary Dr. Steve Jamesand | M“s Chri stian partners, incl
the Cooperative Baptist Fellowship, are collaborating to provide medical care and relief supplies at
Christianville, the quake epicenter approximately 20 miles southwest of Port-au-Prince. Nancy James, a
registered nurse, is in Haut Limbe in the north of Haiti, maintaining the critical communication link with her
husband Steve and the outside world.

Kristy Engel, a pediatric nurse practitioner serving in the Dominican Republic (a country that boarders
Haiti), has taken a 75-person team, including 30 medical personnel, into Haiti. The group, which includes
Ketley and Vital Pierre, IM missionaries to Nicaragua, traveled into Haiti on January 16 to provide
emergency care at three clinics and to distribute six truckloads of food and medical supplies.

In the meantime, IM missionary Madeline Flores and Dominican Republic partners are providing medical
care, shelter and relief supplies to quake victims arriving at the Contreras Hospital in Santo Domingo.
Madeline is also coordinating relief effort teams entering Haiti from the Dominican Republic. One such
team from First Baptist Church, Greensburg, Indiana has just arrived.

Thousands of American Baptist congregations from the U.S. and Puerto Rico are responding through
prayer and giving. Offerings are being received through One Great Hour of Sharing (OGHS), which is a
vital way for Christians to respond to people, regardless of faith tradition, in the grip of disaster. Lisa
Rothenberger, ABC Relief Officer who oversees the use of OGHS funds, recalls the Asian tsunami in

| had myself pretty well persuaded that the churches claiming to follow in the patterns and practices of
Jesus — and that covers almost all of them — were off-base by focusing their programmatic life on worship.

Most of the time he was outside and at a distance from those religious buildings doing things that we
don"t wusual Wwegr & &thibgg like healireg sick‘people, restoring sight and hearing to the blind
and deaf, teaching and telling stories to whomever would listen and arguing with self-righteous folks like
the Pharisees, and generally breaking the conventions and customs of his cultic and civic culture.

All of that non-churchy kind of stuff was based, it seemed, on Jesus being persuaded that God was
drawing near to usher in a new order for every dimension of life, in which all the established rules and
regs would be reversed and revised based on the law of love.

It seemed clear to me that, somehow, not too long after Jesus had departed from his earthly life, the
churches forgot what Jesus had really been up to and began insisting that being a real Christian had to
do with showing up for worship. And that, through the ages, the churches that followed appeared not to
be able to break that habit.

So it was disappointing, to say the least, to read again the familiar words from the fourth chapter of the
Gospel of Luke — the part where Jesus, now back in Galilee after his temptation in the wilderness, quotes
the prophesy of Isaiah about bringing good news to the poor, and release to the captives, and recovery of
sight to the blind, etc. — and realize that going to the synagogue on t he Sabbath was his

When he came to Nazareth, where he had been brought up, he went to the synagogue on the
sabbath day, as was his custom. (Luke 4: 16)

Well, there went my thesis about a non-churchgoing Jesus!

practices — practices that are routine, almost habitual, and can be virtually law-like.

So maybe it makes sense that religious leaders as well as the communities they guide will be more tied to
custom in the conserving sense than to customizing in the transforming sense.

And that would mean that those religious leaders who are more liberally expansive about where and how
authentic religious faith is to be lived out — beyond worship, for example — or who employ worship to
direct followers to the activities that they believe constitute authentic religious faith, these religious leaders
will often meet resistance and opposition and even anger and rage for disrupting what is understood to be
the centrality and i mportance of “custom” in the

Yes, Jesus did follow the custom of attending the synagogue on the days of the sabbath. But when he did
so on that sabbath day in Nazareth he broke the customary way of worshiping — of reading from and
commenting on the scriptures in keeping with traditional interpretations — and customized it all to his own
specific and distinctive message. He announced that he — Jesus of Nazareth — was the recipient of the
Holy Spirit, in keeping with his being anointed to fulfill the prophecy of Isaiah.

That meant that “custom” was to be cust omiha thaepodr o
would no longer have to wait for some good news, that the captives would no longer have to wait for
release, that the blind would no longer have to wait to recover their sight, that the oppressed would no
longer have to wait to be free.

As the anointed one of God, empowered by the Spirit, he (Jesus) was in the business of making all this
happen as the essential component of authentic faith and true religion.
