60 Days after Haiti Earthquake: Over $1.2 Million in Contributions
Received

As of March 10, 2010 International Ministries has received $325,093.18 given by American Baptists for
earthquake relief in Haiti. Total giving through American Baptist channels is $1,280,324.

$126,000 was sent in the immediate aftermath of the earthquake that struck Port-au-Prince on January
12, 2010. As our Haitian partners identify specific needs and projects, additional funds are being
released. This included $15,000 provided to International Ministries missionary Kristy Engel. These
funds will be used by future medical teams going into Haiti. The money will help transport the teams by
bus and cargo truck, as well as help provide medicines and medical supplies to be used by the team
while in Haiti.

Baptist partners from around the world have also generously responded to the need for aid in Haiti.
Contributions received by International Ministries for relief in Haiti include:

$8,744 from the Angami Baptist Church Council in Northeast India

$5,000 from the Baptist Education and Missionary Institute in El Salvador

$4,800 from the Kwun Tong Swatow Baptist Church of Hong Kong

$3,000 from the Iglesia Bautista Shalom in Mexico City

$1,441.38 from Convencion Bautista Nicaragua in Nicaragua

$1,423.84 from Nicaraguan Council of Evangelical Churches, Managua, Nicaragua

$1,000 from the Bellasore Technical School in Bellasore, India

$1,000 from the Seminario Bautista in Mexico City

$217 from Primera Iglesia Bautista de Managua, Nicaragua pastored by Rev. Dr.
Gustavo Parajon, retired IM missionary

International Ministries missionaries engaged in the relief and response efforts include Madeline Flores-
Lopez who is coordinating the volunteers arriving in the Dominican Republic on their way across the
border into Haiti, and pediatric nurse Kristy Engel who is transporting the medical teams and working with
them on site. Both Madeline and Kristy are based in the Dominican Republic. Medical missionaries
Nancy (nurse) and Steve (doctor) James, medical missionaries based in northern Haiti, in Limbe. Also
present are missionaries to Nicaragua i Ketly and Vital Pierre who have family and friends in Haiti.
Former missionary in Haiti, Herb Rogers arrived in February. He will be assisting with reconstruction
efforts during his two-month stay. Herb was happy to report that the town of Grand Goave now has a
clean water supply. People in the community have demolished dangerous buildings and are working to
clear the rubble. A structural engineer has arrived to inspect the church and other buildings for damage.

Current Status of Chilean Earthquake Relief

$20,000 in One Great Hour of Sharing funds have been sent through International Ministries in response
to the 8.8 earthquake that jolted Chile on the morning of February 27.

American Baptist Missionaries in Chile, Barbara and Dwight Bolick were in the U.S. when the disaster
struck. Now that American Airlines has reopened flights to Chile, the Bolicks will be returning on March
15. They have been in contact with Pastor Lord Merino, Director of the Baptist District in south Chile.

They delivered items such as food, flashlights, batteries and water. Ramos further observed, "The

the first thing we need to do is eat, and the people are so hungry that it seems difficult for them even to

rise up. As the curfew was about to fall, we were giving away even the crumbs of bread we had in our

pockets. To have a little clean water was a privilege. 0
